v. Brooker,® Lord Neuberger stated that: “The classic example of
proprietary estoppel, standing by whilst one’s neighbour builds on
one’s land believing it to be his property, can be characterised as
acquiescence”. The principle on which the acquiescence-based strand of
proprietary estoppel is based is certainly long-established: its operation
can be seen, for example, in The Earl of Oxford’s Case. It applies where
B adopts a particular course of conduct in reliance on a mistaken belief
as to B’s current rights and A, knowing both of B’s belief and of the
existence of A’s own, inconsistent right, fails to assert that right against
B. A then comes under a liability to B if B would suffer a detriment, as a
result of B’s reasonable reliance on that mistaken belief, were A wholly
free to enforce A’s right against B.

A landlord might reassure his tenant: “I
will not insist that you pay for the roof repairs, even though your lease
obliges you to do so”; he may then be estopped from going back on
that promise and demanding payment.
