“EC’s contribution to the reform
of the administration of courts in CY”

Distinguished guests and speakers,

It is a pleasure and honor for me to attend today’s annual symposium dedicat-
ed to civil justice in Cyprus and the presentation of the recent reforms of the ad-
ministration of justice in Cyprus. | would like to thank the organizers of this event
for the invitation and for the opportunity to share with you the perspective of the
European Commission in Cyprus’ efforts to reform its judicial system.

As most of you may already know, the European Commission - through its Direc-
torate General for Structural Reform Support and its predecessor the Structural
Reform Support Service - has been actively supporting Cyprus in its judicial re-
form efforts since 2016, when the Cypriot authorities endorsed a high-level com-
mitment to reform the judicial system.

This major reform was initiated by a national committee under the chairman-
ship of Justice George Erotocritou, former Supreme Court Judge, to draft a re-
port defining the operational needs of the Courts and the related reform issues.
This report, delivered in June 2016, outlined the constitutional requirements and
framework for the independence of the judiciary and the implementation of the
rule of law in Cyprus. It identified the major problems (including the delays in
proceedings) and recommended a more in-depth review of the Cypriot courts
system.

As a follow up to this first step, DG REFORM funded the first technical support
project with the Irish Institute for Public Administration which carried out a thor-
ough review of the judicial system of Cyprus resulting in 21 concrete recommen-
dations along with an action plan. One of the recommendations included in this
report was the creation of an independent court service that would undertake
the management and administration of the courts based on the Irish model.

The Cypriot authorities, following the endorsement of the recommendations in-
cluded in the said report, decided to request once again technical support in or-
der to proceed with the implementation of this major reform. Against this back-

ground, under the current project which is implemented by the Council of Europe
in cooperation with the Irish Institute for Public Administration on some aspects,
DG REFORM has supported the Supreme Court in two aspects:

- Firstly in activating the implementation of the aforementioned recommen-
dation about creating an independent court service that would actually re-
lief the courts from the administrative burden allowing actually judges to fo-
cus on their judicial duties
Secondly, in reviewing the processes of the court registries so as to improve
their efficiency, as the registries play a key role in case management.

The work under the two components was organised around distinct phases
including:

Description of the current governance, management, administration and
staffing of the courts in Cyprus on the one hand and the processes in place
in the court registries on the other hand
Analysis of the current challenges in the management and administration of
the courts and identification of the weaknesses in the current procedures in
the court registries

- Comparative analysis of international good practices

«  Recommendations and a roadmap for the establishment of a court service
and for the reorganization of the court registries.

The key outputs of this effort will be presented in our closing event which will
take place in about a month (January 2023) and we very much hope that the Su-
preme Court will proceed with the required follow up actions with the support
of course of the Ministry of Justice and the Ministry of Finance. For the European
Commission, this project is of similar importance to the previous project that was
again funded by DG REFORM on the modernisation of the civil procedure rules.
We had the opportunity to present this project in last year's Symposium. This pro-
ject which was successfully completed in December 2021, while its impact is ex-
pected to be seen in practice when the new rules will enter into force already as
of the next judicial year (2023-2024).

The correlation between the two areas that those two projects have touched up-
on is more than evident. The civil procedure rules by definition are linked to the
efficiency of the courts and the resolution of the civil cases timely and fair man-
ner. Court administration and management on the other hand constitute key fac-
tors for achieving of encouraging a certain standard in the quality of justice.
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Therefore supporting solely the modernisation of the civil procedure rules with-
out improving in parallel the courts administration and the procedures in the
court registries would equal to an incomplete exercise, considering the challeng-
es and the issues related to the management and administration of the courts
that the Supreme Court has to deal with.

In particular, one of the key findings of the second project was that the Supreme
Court, which now has the overall management and leadership responsibility for
the courts, simply does not have the time, or the professional expertise, to under-
take the onerous role of managing and administering the courts. The complexity
of ongoing change, including the significant burden arising from multiple reform
projects, has added to an already heavy workload. In addition, the Chief Registrar
has the major responsibility for the day-to-day management of administrative
matters in the courts, but the current structures are inadequate to support her in
her professional management role.

The lack of leadership and management capacity has multiple negative
consequences, including weaknesses in strategic planning, budgetary manage-
ment, staff management and workforce planning, and planning for courts infra-
structure. The current lack of management capacity is also negatively impacting
the reform efforts. Therefore, addressing the current inadequacies in the man-
agement and governance structures is a prerequisite for solving the above issues.

As it has been mentioned in the past, this type of projects are not perceived
simply as judicial projects but rather as greater projects that contribute to the
reform of the economic environment in Cyprus. Judicial reform is a key element
of the whole reform agenda. There are numerous inter-linkages with other are-
as of the economy, and especially with the business environment. Therefore, the
judicial reform constitutes an important milestone for the reform process from
a general perspective. Without an effective judicial reform, reforms in other are-
as could turn to be less effective and less enforceable, weighing on overall eco-
nomic confidence.

We consider that the European Commission together with the Council of Europe
has delivered a set of operational tools to the Supreme Court that will contribute
to the improvement of courts administration, if implemented and put into force
rapidly. We very much hope that, following the adoption of the new civil proce-
dure rules, we shall soon have the opportunity to celebrate yet another achieve-
ment in Cyprus - the establishment of the independent court service.
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As we say, reform is not an easy process and at the same time it's a never end-
ing process for those who prefer evolution to stagnation. So the new challenge is
right ahead of us.
